[1 The enclosed Discipline/Attendance History form must be completed by the student’s current Dean
or Chief Disciplinary/Attendance Officer of the school.

[1 Letter of Recommendation (optional). This letter MUST be written by an administrator, counselor or
Dean of the school you currently attend. It can be submitted by mail or fax.

The information will be evaluated once all the required documents have been received and you will be
notified as to whether your daughter qualifies for a transfer. Transfer students must demonstrate an ability
for the academic program at Maria High School and must have a good disciplinary and attendance record at
her previous high school. If you qualify, you will be contacted to schedule a registration appointment. At that
time you will need to submit an official transcript as well as pay the school registration fee.
